"sides" colors must be the same of the 4 "centres"

note that 6 "centres" can't move

they are always in the same position to each other

well done! You can proceed whit the 2nd layer. 2nd layer solved ! at the end there will be a "cross", but you'll have to adjust some (2 or 3) edges the "cross" is well done, now you have to set the corners (2, 3, or all 4) all pieces are in the right places, just rotate the corners
